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Wether you are new to singing or an old pro, We thought this little guideline might provide some insight in to how we run
our karaoke nights. We are always open to suggestions on how to improve our nights, too!

KARAOKEYTIME!

Grab a book. Half our books are alphabetized by artist, half are alphabetized by song titles. Newest songs are in the front of
the books.You can also download our songbooks to your smartphone by scanning the QR codes on our book covers.The code
to downlaod the songbooks can also be found on the back of each karaoke slip. The books are also on our website at excesss.com
and can be downloaded there as well.Take care of the books! They are very expensive and take a long time to build, and if you
spill beer on them, wipe them down!

Find the song you want to sing, karaoke slips and pens are in a pouch in the front of every karaoke book. If it is slow, feel free
to just tell the host your song and your name, but if it is busy please help your host by being polite and writing down your song
submission on a karaoke slip. Even if you turn in many songs at once (which is fine to do) your songs will be mixed in once per
each karaoke round/rotation.. so number them in the order you want to sing them!

Your karaoke host is not just typing in names and setting sound levels each song and playing on and off each singer; they are
also working hard to make a fair rotation so that everyone gets to sing a fair amount in relation to how long they are in the
bar.\We start with new singers at the start of each night, and put them in the list in the order that we get them.We go through
all first time singers until we are out of singers and then start another round.

VixXing New,Singers IntoJrheRotation

After the first round, new singers are alternately added into the rotation with those already in the established rotation from
the previous round. New doesn’t mean next; we will put you in the rotation to make it fair for everyone! It is best to arrive
early and get your song(s)/slip(s) in as quickly as possible; the longer you are there the more you get to sing! On busy nights,
we may start a new round even before we get through the whole list of new singers, especially when big crowds come in later
at night. If you come at midnight, for example, and other singers have been there since ten, the early birds might be singing a
second song while the late-comers are in the rotation for their first time up.

Submitting'Slips,Under;FalseNames})

...Is cheating, and a good way to ruin a great night for everyone else. Remember, you might fool the DJ, but everyone you are
singing in front of will see you as a mic hog. Anyone caught doing this will most likely be called out for it while they are on stage...
and might even lead to being removed from the rotation.We're ALL here to sing and have fun; putting slips under false names
is not fair to the others patiently waiting their turn. If we catch on to someone making fake names we most likely will delete
your song all together.That being said, it is ok to have a stage name or a performing name, but pick one and stick with it!!! Our
hosting software even builds a history of all the songs sang under a name...so it can be looked at if you ever want to see everything
you have sang to date.. but it only works if you pick a name and stick with it!

These are counted as one of EACH person's songs on their slip, especially if the night is really busy.We do this to try and be
fair to the others who are waiting to sing; we want everyone to get a chance! No one want sto see the same 2 or 3 people on
stage 3 times a round, especially if others haven't gotten to sing even once that round yet. If it is slower, we will of course all
get more chances to sing and duets might not count for both, esp. if one is just backup singing or had a small part.

We also do not allow anyone to just take the extra mic to start singing with someone unless, the original singer says that it is
alright. Please don't ask to join in to someone else's song unless you came with them... don't take away someone else's 3 minutes
of fame!

If we call your name and you aren't there, we will knock you down in the rotation a couple spaces band try to call you again.
WE always have the name of the next singer at the top of the screen so this should keep the rotation moving along.Your name
will be mixed back into the rotation upon your return, but you might lose your spot in the rotation! It really kills a night to call
out someone who isn't there - it creates dead air. So please let your host know if you are leaving!
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We as your hosts usually sing to start the night off,and to let everyone know when we are starting another round.\We try to not sing
more than one song during the rotation except if we are asked to do a duet with someone or help someone out if they are lost in a
song. If the rotation is too big then sometimes the host will not sing at all. We try to be extremely fair,and usually if we are on stage it is
to start a round, end the night, or because someone wanted help in a duet.

icrophonejEtiquette

First things first: make sure your mic is turned ON when you start singing by giving a check into it! (Push the little switch on the side of
the mic in the up/on position- a red light comes on for a second to let you know it is working. If it STAYS on your battery is dying and
your host will change out the batteries.)

You are not Harry Potter,and your mic is not a magic wand... just holding it or being near it or waving it about won't do a thing for your
singing. Our microphones are made to sing right into the TOP directly into the end of the mic from a very close distance (an inch or
so) from your mouth. Singing across the top or into the side of the mic or holding it a mile away from your face takes away from the
quality of sound, and also causes the host to have to turn the mic volume up so high that it can cause feedback. The worst way to hold
the mic is to cup it. Cupping the mic is when you wrap your hand around the head of the mic and basically sing into your hand. Lots of
people who are trying to "bring the rock" do this and it almost never sounds good. Cupping keeps your host from being able to mix
your voice to make you sound the best you can, and makes you sound muffled and your voice very distorted.

NEVER point a mic at a speaker
... it causes painful feedback to everyone in the bar.

Don't swing the mic by it’s cord or drop the mic when you are done unless you want to buy the host a new mic!

Randomotherthings;to keep in/mind|

Tipping your host is allowed, but please don't do it to try and get a song moved up in the rotation.

We usually have the ability to change the key of any song or your voice - It's your call, but we can't keep restarting the song while you
figure out what key you prefer.

Some songs can't be played in some of our more family-friendly venues; look around and use your head.

Applause is always welcome at the end of anyone's song...
booing or being rude to another singer is never encouraged - treat everyone the way you would want to be treated.
